Woodworking Power Tools are designed so that the direction that the wood moves through the tool 

(or the direction that the tool moves across the wood) is in the opposite direction of the movement 

of the cutting head. In other words, a router bit or saw blade should cut against the motion and not 

with it. The cutter should cut into the stock, not with the stock.
